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Little Town of  Tanshui
has been replayed six times where the cast and stage designs went 
through great changes. In terms of  serial works, the Performance 
Workshop�s Chinese stand-up comedy series, Wei-Jan Chi�s Majian All 
Night in the Creative Society, and Nien-Jen Wu�s t Human Condition in n
the Green Ray Theatre have made a strong impression on audience.

This type of  performance resembles the repertory theater. Since 2003, 
the OFFPW has employed this concept and given 30 performances 
of  each play, including Assassination Q1!GO, Embracing the Wind, 
Assassination Q2! GO, and Assassination Q3! GO.

The last is musicals, which have started to become one of  the 
mainstreams since 1996. Musicals can be divided into two types: original 
and adapted. Take the Godot Theatre Company for example. It imparts 
different aspects in content and form. It also boasts the largest scale in 
Taiwan�s musicals. In the case of  the Green Ray Theatre, it focuses on 
creating local originals. It has also presented Broadway musicals with the 
aid of  translation.

Besides the foregoing types, the employment of  non-theatrical elements 
is another common and undeniable trend. These elements include 
Chinese traditional operas, Japanese traditional operas, dance, relics, 
multimedia images, installation art, acrobatics, costumes, and puppets. 
They have become another eye-catching feature in contemporary 
theater.

In addition to innovative ideas, in 2008, a number of  major theaters 
resorted to nostalgic and local issues to keep modern theater in sync 
with social trends. The Ping-Fong Acting Troupe�s Stand by Me, the 
Performance Workshop�s The Village, and the Green Ray Theatre�s 
Human Condition are a few examples.n

Performance Workshop (PW), founded 
in November 1984, in 2000 established a 
subsidiary, Off  Performance Workshop 
(OFFPW), to pursue more creativity in 
theatre performance.
OFFPW was set out to become an 
experimental troupe, which specializes in 
the studies, experiments and innovation of  
all kinds of  theatre elements.

I n 1986, a group of  Peking Opera players, keenly aware of  the 
decline of  traditional Chinese Opera, began thinking seriously about 

how to integrate traditional Chinese Opera with modern Theater. 
Thanks to the efforts of  WU Hsing-Kuo, and other equally enthusiastic 
young Peking Opera players, the Contemporary Legend Theater (CLT) 
was founded.
Adapted from Shakespeare's tragedy Macbeth, The Kingdom 
of  Desire„CLT's first play„sought to fuse the singing, acting, 
reciting, and acrobatic fighting of  traditional Chinese Opera with 
Western canons, and presented the performance in theater forms. 
The performance successfully subverted the playgoers' assumption 
of  Peking Opera and created a totally new theatrical aesthetic of  
the East.

Gang-a-tsui Theater

Gang-a-tsui Theater was established under the assistance of  Taipei 
County Culture Bureau. It is named after the city of  Banciao 

whose old name reads like "Gang-a-tsui." The title not only indicates the 
locality of  the company, but also implies its mission to root in learning, 
promote traditional culture, and create modern art in the community.  
Since its inception, members of  the company have been taking physical 
training courses, such as Chi-kon, Tai-chi-quan, and performing 
techniques of  modern dance and theater. Besides, they had also tried 
to learn from local and traditional drama to build up the fundamental 
strengths and powers in their physiques. To this day, Gang-a-tsui has 
established Nankuan yue fu (music club), Nankuan opera troupe, and 
Pei Kuan yue ser (music club), as its members try to broaden their 
visions and reach out in their learning of  performing arts.  
At present, the focus is on learning Nankuan music (a traditional 
musical genre originating in Fujian Province of  China; its history can 
be traced back to Song and Tang Dynasties) and Nankuan opera. To 
achieve this, many great masters and senior artists have been invited 
over to Taiwan to give lessons, and members of  the company sent to 
Southern Chinese cities and Southeast Asia on learning trips.

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Gang-a-tsui members come to really appreciate Nankuan as they learn 
more about it; appreciation of  its elegance and profoundness takes time 
to acquire. However, the company is aware of  the dire situation for 
this tradition in Taiwan. Nankuan has been seen as a dead art„only 
performed in the "chamber," with an extremely small audience, and is 
more or less considered the thing of  the past. 
To remedy this situation where this art form may be diminishing, 
CHOU, Yi-Chang, the leader of  Gang-a-tsui, proposed to modernize 
and popularize Nankuan so that more people can join in to enjoy and

Tang Dynasty styles, and make-up inspired by traditional puppetry. With 
specially planned stage lighting, the ancient Nankuan performance is
transformed into a modern show that earns brilliant compliments for 
Gang-a-tsui Theater.

In 1993, CHOU accepted the invitation by LIOU, Fong-Song, the 
former supervisor of  the Taipei County Culture Center, to establish 
Gang-a-tsui Theater in Banciao. As he was deeply inspired by the rich 
spirit of  traditional arts, his goal was to carry forward the traditional 
culture, which set the future direction of  "creating innovative elements 
with the combination of  traditional arts and modern theater," for the 
theater.
In recent years, he has dedicated himself  to the perseverance and 
collection of  documentation of  traditional Chinese singing and 
storytelling. He endeavored to retain seniors of  Nankuan from different 
places to teach students, and look for famous masters in various places 
for Gang-a-tsui.

in Fujian Province). Since then I Wan Jan has come to be known 
as an outstanding hand puppet troupe in the region, thanks to Li's 
phenomenal performance skills. With his complete devotion to learning 
every facet of  hand puppetry, LI has led the puppeteers in I Wan Jan 
Puppet Theater to excel in a variety of  styles, which include Nan kuan 
(Southern School), Pei kuan (Northern School), and Wai chiang School. 
The group's successful mastery of  various performing styles ensured its 
place in the pantheon of  Taiwanese theatre troupes, and LI himself  also 
becomes a legend in Taiwan's arts circles.
Since 1974, the troupe has made special efforts to cultivate a new 
generation of  puppeteers.
